Heads Up! 
 
I received an E-mail discussing the WSP checking 
for DOT helmet compliance in our state of Washing-
ton. While I haven’t verified any of this information 
I post it here to give you a “Heads Up”. If you ride in 
Washington State and don’t already use a helmet that 
is DOT certified then you should strongly consider 
getting one. I believe you should use a DOT certified 
helmet when you ride no matter where you live. How 
can you tell if your helmet is DOT certified? Every 
DOT certified helmet has a sticker on the inside stat-
ing that it meets DOT certification standards as well 
as the manufacture date of the helmet. It is normally 
found on the inside of the shell under the padding…

>I talked to the AMA representative Tom 
McGlaughlin last Saturday at the Ride For Life and 
he said that Washington State has an emphasis patrol 
going on against Non-DOT helmets. They can stop 
you for no apparent reason other than to check on 
your helmet and see if it has a DOT label inside and 
manufacturer's label. If it doesn't they give you a ci-
tation and can have your bike towed.  The DOT 
sticker on the back no longer means anything to 
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Hello Chapter “L”: 
 
Well as you know things have been real busy this 
last month.  Tom Didway, Alex Piper and I made the 
long trip to Tulsa Oklahoma for Wing Ding. Our first 
stop was in Clarkston for gas and then on to Lolo 
Pass. That is always a fun ride.  First night was 
Butte, Montana; second night was Spearfish, South 
Dakota.  Our plan was to travel about 450 miles a 
day and everything was going as planned until we 
got to South Dakota.  Tom took us on a 200 mile 
short cut to Mt. Rushmore. About 40 miles past 
Rapid City I had a rear tire go flat at 75 mph.

>This was just posted on my friend Bridget's  Face-
book page that Washington was cracking down on 
motorcycle helmets.  Bridget is the international 
secretary for AlkyAngels.  I just came from Love 
Leathers in Ridgefield, where lots of motorcycle 
enthusiasts gather.  The crackdown on non-DOT 
helmets in Washington is not gossip and rumor.  
It's very real.  Here is what I learned: 
> 
>*    One guy I talked to said he got pulled over for 
a non-DOT helmet, got a citation, and his bike got 
towed.  This happened on Saturday, July 18th. 
> 
>*    Another guy I talked to said he got pulled 
over but he had a DOT-compliant helmet in his 
saddlebag.  The police said he would be towed 
unless he could prove he wouldn't wear the non-
DOT helmet.  He had to cut the chin strap on the 
non-DOT helmet to avoid being towed.  He did get 
a citation.  This also happened on Saturday. 
> 
>*    One guy told me that he was pulled over by 
the State Patrol and while they normally are very 
professional he said they were very rude.  He 
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>said they were not satisfied with him having a DOT 
sticker on the back of 
>the helmet but made him remove the helmet and 
show the DOT label on the 
>inside.  He said they also did a VIN number inspec-
tion. 
> 
>*    Someone said that in Battle Ground (just North 
of Vancouver) the 
>police wrote seven illegal helmet citations on Satur-
day.  He personally 
>wasn't there so maybe it's just rumor but based on 
the first hand account 
>from others it just wouldn't surprise me. 
> 
>Do your motorcycle friends a favor and pass the 
word.

Seven Pass Tour

Denice and I went on a road trip the weekend July 
10, 11 and 12.  At one of my first meetings, I was 
given a 7 Pass Tour. I wasn’t sure what it was but it 
sounded interesting. It is sponsored by Chapter H up 
in Whatcom County area and didn’t sound too aw-
fully difficult to do.  All you had to do was go to a 
minimum of 7 pass peaks in Washington State and 
take your picture of you and the bike in front of the 
altitude sign. I planned our trip on MSN map and 
decided that a 3 day leisurely trip would about fit the 
bill. Our friends on a brand X bike, Yamaha Strato-
liner 1900 cc went with us. We had a ball. Drove up 
to Omak the first night via Colville, WA and the 
scenery was very nice. From Colville, we stopped at 
Flowery Trail Pass which is about 10 miles east of 
Chewelah, WA on a curvy road up to the summit. 49 
degrees north ski resort was up there also. We ate at 
a little restaurant in Chewelah call “The Chalet” 
which was on Main Street. Good food and friendly 
folk. One of the waitresses saw that we had parked 
our bikes out front and she showed us a picture of a 
88 year old on a cruiser type bike and the 88 year old 
lady was I think one of the owner’s and she came out 
of the kitchen and we talked bikes a little. She was 
pretty cute. 
 
We than took off on Highway 20 and stopped at 
Sherman Pass and Wauconda Pass. Weather was ex-
cellent depending on if you can handle hot weather 
or not. 
 
The hotel we stayed at in Omak was probably one of 
the best hotel’s we have stayed in for quite some 
time. I paid $70 for the night due to my military dis-
count. I think otherwise, it was about $90 per night. 
It was the Best Western Peppertree Inn as Omak. If 
you get a chance to stay there, do it. It is pet and mo-
torcycle friendly, has several restaurants nearby. 
They would have let us park our bikes under the 
front door canopy but we were too late to get a space 
as a group of about 15 motorcycles (mostly Harley’s) 
from Georgia were staying there and on their way 
back from Canada on their way home and had taken 
pretty much any room under the canopy.

We took off the next morning and drove to Oka-
nogan then continued on Highway 20 and just took 
our time. We stopped at Loup Loup, took the manda-
tory picture and then continued onto Winthrop, WA.  
Spent some time window shopping and feeding our 
faces in Winthrop.  If you get a chance to go to Win-
throp, plan on spending some time there as Main 
Street is like an old western town with western cow-
boy type store fronts, wooden walkways in front of 
the stores and lots of things to do there. I’ve discov-

ered a nice thing about 
riding a wing and shop-
ping is that you are lim-
ited on how much you 
(or the significant other) 
can buy!  Darn, how un-
fortunate.  
 
Well, after a nice time in 
Winthrop, eating, stretch-
ing our legs, taking pic-
tures, etc, we continued 
on our way to Washing-
ton Pass and Rainey 
Pass.  This part of the trip 

was gorgeous!  The scenery is unbelievable; the road 
pretty nice considering it is closed every winter.  
There were tons of people up there enjoying the sur-
rounding also. There is 
Ross Lake, and Diablo 
Lake and wow! Both 
were beautiful. Diablo 
lake is green and Ross 
Lake is blue (or maybe 
the other way around) 
but still pretty scenic. We 
stopped at Diablo Dam 
and took pictures.  We 
took a side road and 
drove across the dam 
which was interesting. 
On top of the dam, are 
railroad tracks so if you do this, be aware that going 
across the railroad rails can be an experience. 
 
We finally arrived in Sedro Woolley which was as 
far on Highway 20 as we were going and then 
headed south on Highway 9 through several little 

communities on our way to Monroe, WA. Our last 
stop for the night, we stayed at Guest House Inn and 
Suites in Monroe. It wasn’t too bad. About $100 a 
night with military discount.  I had wanted to stay in 
a smaller community but the hotels were mainly bed 
and breakfast places and started at about $140 per 
night. 
 
We got up the next morning and surprise, surprise, it 
was raining. We put on our Frog Toggs and took off 
on our last leg of our journey. By the time we got to 
Enumclaw, it had stopped raining but we decided 
just in case, we would leave them on because we 
were headed for Cayuse and Chinook Pass. Thought 
it may be raining up there. Do you know how hot 
Frog Toggs are when it’s in the high 80’s, low 90’s? 
Anyway, we continued up to Cayuse pass but I was-
n’t sure where it was and my Navi on my bike really 
didn’t show it so we stopped at the ranger station and 
asked them. The lady told us that we had better be 
careful, because you couldn’t see more than a car 
length up on top of Chinook pass. Denice and I both 
kind of looked at her 
like she was crazy be-
cause we were in 
bright sunlight, beauti-
ful weather and in the 
high 80’s while we 
were talking to her. 
Unfortunately, she was 
right.  
 
When we stopped at 
Cayuse for pictures, 
the fog and mist was 
kind of thick. The 
nearer we got went up 
to Tipso Lake that the 
top of Chinook, the thicker the fog was to the point I 
was driving about 20 mph. Geesh, that was a little 
scary. Anyway, we stopped at Tipso Lake, took pic-
tures, played in the snow. About two foot of the 
white stuff. You couldn’t see the Lake cause of the 
snow and ice on top of it.  
 
As we continued onto Yakima, as soon as we got on 
the eastern side of Chinook summit, the weather and 
fog was totally gone. You could look back and see 
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the fog cloud shrouding the summit point which was 
kind of weird but still pretty. 

 
We headed back home and ended up going to eight 
pass summits. I think if we do that again, we may 
extend it out a day so we can spend more time sight-
seeing between the pass summits. Three days wasn’t 
bad but four days would have been better I think. 
Well, that is pretty much it for that little adventure. 
Now, we get our little 7 pass pin and our pictures on 
Chapter H’s website. Yeah! 
 
Our next adventure is going to Las Vegas the first 
half of August. Probably won’t need our Frog Toggs 
and Gerbings, huh?

Lunch was good, we got cooled off and de-
cided not to finish our loop to Royal City and 
Othello then head down Highway 17 to home. 
 
So we beat feet to Yakima via the freeway.  Just out-
side of Yakima my bike just quit running.  Becky 
told Toni and then called me on the phone.  I told 
Becky to go on to town as I knew she had an ap-
pointment later in the afternoon.  Toni came back to 
get me and Paula waited up the road for us. Toni got 
to me and thought the trike might have a vapor lock 
and so we opened the lid on the gas tank and I let it 
sit for a bit and it started right up if I used the choke.

We stopped at the Prosser truck stop and refreshed 
and then headed on home to the Tri-Cities.
