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Looking Ahead

One could say looking forward rather than looking ahead 
but saying “looking forward” has the connotation of ex-
pecting a specific future event, such as a birthday party, 
payday or a visit from your favorite Aunt. We “look for-
ward” to something with hope, as in “I’m looking forward 
to going to Disneyland”. “Looking Ahead” is used to de-
scribe an attitude of positive expectations about the gen-
eral future. You are looking ahead if you are putting 
money away for a rainy day When we are looking ahead 
we are attempting to peer into the future. Wouldn’t we all 
like to see into our future? I know I’m interested in mine 
and I assume you’re interested in yours. If we could see 
into the future, should we? I think we should, in fact, I 
think we can.  
 
Virtually every single vehicle operator’s class, course or 
school discusses looking ahead when operating a vehicle. 
Looking where you’re going and looking at where you 
want to be. Looking ahead for hazards is taught in abso-
lutely every driver’s education class on the planet. They 
will tell you that it increases your safety margin. They 
will tell you that it provides for a greater margin of com-
fort. They will tell you it allows you to perceive danger in 
your path.  What they’re not telling you is that, believe it 
or not, you are looking into your future. 
 
While you’re traveling along any given road or trail your 
future is immediately in front of you. Think about it. As 
long as you’re going forward you can literally see several 
seconds into your future just by looking ahead. Sure, at 
any given moment you are at a specific spot but from 
there you can see where you will be shortly. Your imme-
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The sun is heading south for the winter. It is getting 
colder as the days fly by. The leaves are turning to their 
natural colors and falling to the ground. Mixed with the 
rain that has arrived makes for pretty slippery roads out 
there. The white markers on the road become very slick. 
Bike tires do not like these situations. So ride with extra 
care.

diate future is there, open for you to see if you look for it.  
Your future is what is coming at you or what you are ap-
proaching, depending on how you want to look at it. The 
future is going to happen to you whether you see it com-
ing or not. Wouldn’t it be better to have some knowledge 
of what the future holds for you? 
 
Is your future written in stone? Are upcoming events 
fated to happen no matter what you do or are there several 
possible futures in front of you at once? That’s a discus-
sion philosophers have tangled with through the ages. 
While we may not be able to look ahead and see precise 
details of our distant future we can see short-term general 
trends and make predictions about those outcomes. To a 
certain extent we can see the near future and the farther 
we look into that future the more information we gather 
about it and the more possibilities there are open to us. 
Looking ahead into the near future allows us time to react 
to that information. Having this time to react allows us the 
ability to choose various paths or actions and so, in effect 
we do have the capability of altering our immediate fu-
ture. 
 

 

Having time to react is better than not having time to react 
but not everyone has the same ability to respond quickly. 
Some of us take longer than others. Factors such as age, 
health, physical condition, experience and illness among 
others all affect our ability to react. How much time is 
enough time? It seems to me that the more time we have 
the better. In fact, if we can see far enough in to the future 
we may not need “reaction time” at all because we will 
have enough time to actually make plans. I think 
“Planning Time” is preferable to “Reaction Time” all the 
time.   
 
How do we get this “Planning Time” that allows us to 
plot multiple courses through our future? Simply by look-
ing farther down the path we are on. Most of us do not 
look ahead the universally recommended 12 seconds 
down the road. Most of us only look ahead a few seconds 
while some appear to not look ahead at all. Cell phones, 
CD players, radios, friends, family, misbehaving children, 
cruise control and arguing spouses can all conspire to 
keep an operators focus on something other than looking 
ahead. Don’t forget all the push buttons and knobs on our 
Goldwings that can grab our attention and keep us from 
looking ahead. Having our minds on other activities or Next page 

events and not on the operation of our vehicles can con-
sume our attention and can keep us from looking ahead. 
Remember, the future is coming at us whether we see it or 
not.  
 
Your future may be closer than you think. While operat-
ing a vehicle it is generally recommended to look a mini-
mum of 12 seconds down the road. That is 12 seconds 
into your future. Stop right now and look at your watch 
for 12 seconds.  Is 12 seconds enough time to make short-
range plans?  12 seconds can be but a mere blink of an 
eye if you are laughing with friends or it may seem like 
an eternity if you are sitting on a hot stove. Time is rela-
tive after all but let’s put it in a perspective we can relate 
to.   
 
If you are traveling at 20 MPH you are covering 30 feet 
every second.  Every second of your future will move you 
30 feet farther down the road if nothing intervenes to stop 
you. In 12 seconds you will move 360 feet. That is greater 
than the length of a football field and slightly longer than 
an average city block. When you are operating a moving 
vehicle at a mere 20 MPH 360 feet is the minimum rec-
ommended distance ahead you should be looking, scan-
ning, seeing, observing, analyzing or whatever you want 
to term it. Looking one entire football field length down 
the road at a measly 20MPH will give you a 12 second 
glimpse into your future. Looking ahead a minimum of 12 
seconds means that at 20 MPH you are looking for events 
occurring in the next block.  Those 12 seconds may give 
you enough time to plan your actions as you take in situa-
tions unfolding in front of you, situations that you will 
have to deal with in your immediate future. 12 seconds 
should be enough time to come up with solutions and al-
ternative actions. Realize though that you will have that 
12-second window only if you are actually looking that 
far down the road. My life experience leads me to believe 
that few people actually do look that far ahead. If more 
people did there would undoubtedly be fewer rear-end 
collisions and seldom would anyone 
ever run through a stop sign or a red 
light. 
 
If you are traveling 60 MPH you are 
moving at 88 feet per second and will 
travel 1056 feet in 12 seconds.  1056 
feet is a lot of real estate. It is almost 
one quarter of a mile or for those that have succumbed to 
the metric system, one third of a kilometer. If you are go-
ing to travel at elevated speeds you should consider that 
your future begins farther away and you should look just

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that much farther down the road to see it. Remember that 
12 seconds is the minimum recommended, the farther you 
can see into the future the better.  
 
Not too long ago I was involved in a situation where I ran 
over a rock on the highway because I was not paying at-
tention to what my future held for me. If I had been look-
ing ahead at my future I would have placed myself appro-
priately in traffic and scanned at least 12 seconds down 
the road, if not farther.  I would have seen that rock in my 
future. If I had been looking ahead appropriately for the 
situation I would have been able to make plans that would 
have allowed me to avoid hitting it, saving me the ex-
pense of a new front wheel and tire. My future was com-
ing at me at 70 MPH and I didn’t see it because I wasn’t 
looking ahead.  
 
Those that do look far enough ahead are seldom surprised 
and rarely need to react since their knowledge of the fu-
ture gives them the ability to make plans and allows them 
to steer safely through this world. The next time you are 
driving or riding consciously try to look 12 seconds into 
your future. See how long you can keep it up. Challenge 
yourself to look at least 12 seconds into your future the 
whole time you are moving but don’t forget that in traffic 
your future could be coming up behind you as well.  We 
can all see into the future if we want to, all we have to do 
is look ahead. Seeing into the future really is easy, mak-
ing it a constant part of our riding is difficult. 
 
Keep looking ahead and I hope to see all of you safe in 
the future.

‘wing this year just send me the odometer reading from 
your ride(s) and I’ll enter it on the spreadsheet. I’m sure 
there will be heaps of praise and honorable mention for 
greatest number of safe miles ridden or how about dishon-
orable mention for least miles ridden? Who will we be 
talking about at the next meeting? Send me your mileages 
by the end of this month and we’ll see who came out on 
top.  

PEROXIDE 
I would like to tell you of the benefits of that plain little old 
bottle of 3% peroxide you can get for under $1.00 at any drug 
store. Someone recently bought a 32-ounce bottle at Wal-
Mart for ninety-four cents. It is in a dark bottle so it will not be 
degraded by UV. No home should be without it! With prices of 
most necessities rising, here's a way to save tons of money in a 
simple, healthy manner!  
Have you ever smelled bleach in a doctor's office? No!! Why? 
Because it smells, and it is not healthy! Ask the nurses who 
work in the doctor's offices, and ask them if they use bleach at 
home. They are wiser and know better! Did you also know 
bleach was invented in the late forties?

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My Road Trip

I spent that night in Hurricane, UT in a decent hotel... and 
it only cost me 46 bucks; cheapest lodging of the whole 
trip.  I then crossed over into Nevada and headed for Ely. 
Outside Austin, NV on Highway 50 was a sign that 
said Loneliest Road in America.  I hate to be the one to 
enlighten them, but they've got a whole lot more roads in 
that state that are a whole lot lonelier than Hwy 50. 

That stretch from St. George, UT to Ely is a mighty 
lonely stretch...and if you've never been on 722, which 
cuts off 50 right outside Austin, (thanks to my GPS) then 
you haven't been on a lonely stretch of road...  Fifty-eight 
miles of nothing... except one bicyclist... and a long horn 
bull standing in the highway... now if you want something 
to cause concern... just come up against the situation 
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where you have to sneak behind a bull with three foot 
horns...and he's not moving out of the way...  I crowded 
the shoulder and held my breath.  Fortunately he didn't 
seem to think I was important enough to exert any energy 
on me, and only glanced my way as I went behind 
him.  Anyway, I was glad to be back on the Loneliest 
Road in America. 
 
I was pretty proud of myself.  I traveled clear across Ne-
vada and gambled only the ten free dollars I got for stay-
ing at the hotel in Sparks, outside Reno.  Stopped many 
places and never dropped one single coin out of my own 
pocket.  Just never thought of it and was in California be-
fore I realized it. 
 
I had planned to return through Mitchell and Hepp-
ner, places I had been before, but decided at the hotel in 
Redmond that I'd swing through Madras and come out at 
Biggs Junction.  I had never been down Hwy 97 and I 
wanted to visit Antelope to see what all the foo fah was 
about with the Rajneesh.  I had pictured a town kind of 
what Madras turned out to be... boy was I surprised. I 
thought to myself as I went through it...and it had to be a 
quick thought if you've ever been to Antelope, Oregon, 
that "MY GOD GUYS....

Are our driving 
stats here in Oregon, so much better than those other 
states that it justifies the lower limits, or is it just a power 
play by someone?  It was a nice trip, but also nice to get 
home.
