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I Learned About Riding From 

That

Someone in our chapter told me a story some time ago 

that would easily fit into a magazine section called "I 

learned about riding from that". As the story went, he was 

riding along rather spiritedly with some friends when he 

noticed some fluid seeping from around the cover of his 

clutch fluid reservoir.  He used his left thumb to wipe 

some of the fluid off and thought to himself,  "I better 

check those cover screws at the next stop to see if they're 

loose." About this time he looked up at the road and it 

was gone! It its place were three yellow signs with black 

chevrons > > > pointing to the right. Too startled to even 

panic and with his heart in his throat he threw his bike 

into the turn and somehow miraculously made it through 

that corner without crashing and without ever touching 

his brakes. The rider behind him was mightily impressed 

with what appeared to his obvious skill and later com-

mented on how fast he had ridden that corner. Why, he 

hadn't even slowed down going into it! The reality is he 

had gotten lucky and had just survived a real world riding 

lesson. He learned something about riding from that. 

When on the bike and in motion, pay attention to where 

you're going, keep your eyes on the road, etc. 

 

I knew a fellow from Chicago who once told me story of 

how one time he was riding as a passenger on the back of 

his friend's motorcycle while smoking a cigarette. While 

going down the road the wind was swirling around him 

making his cigarette burn oddly. Between the wind and 

his puffing on it the cigarette ended up with a larger than 

normal "cherry" on the end. He put it to his lips and took

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another puff and when he pulled it away the "cherry" flew 

off and the wind blew it up his nose, literally. It went into 

his right nostril.  He said the pain was immediate and ex-

cruciating. His eyes instantly began watering and tears ran 

down his cheeks.  He was afraid to use his finger to try 

and dig it out for fear of pushing it further up his nose so 

he tried blowing out his nose to remove it. This just 

served to cause the "cherry " to flare up, getting hotter and 

burning his nose some more.  After only a few seconds, 

but what must have felt like an eternity to him, it burned 

itself out leaving him with tears running down his cheeks,  

a copious amount of fluid running from his nose and a 

painfully burned nostril. He learned about riding as a pas-

senger from that. Smoking on a motorcycle is dangerous 

for passenger and operator alike yet I still see some folks 

doing it.  What if that "cherry" had gone into his eye? 

 

When I was in the Army I had the opportunity(?) to be 

stationed in New Jersey. My actual duty station was a 

small three-acre site located on the Fort Dix reservation 

but my barracks were about five or six miles away on 

Lakehurst Naval Air station. Seemed odd to be in the 

Army and be billeted on a Naval Airbase but that's the 

way it was. 

 

Every Monday we were required to turn our bedding, 

sheets and  pillow cases, into the supply room  and re-

ceive clean bedding. Our supply sergeant, nick named 

Sergeant Rock for his unforgiving, impatient demeanor, 

personally went over each sheet and pillow case with a 

critical eye before accepting it.  Everyone must turn in 

exactly two sheets and one pillowcase and they must be in 

good condition or you had to deal with Sergeant Rock on 

a personal basis. 

 

One Monday a fellow soldier, a friend of mine at the time  

but whose name I since have forgotten, strapped his bed-

ding to the small luggage rack on the rear of his blue 

Honda 350 and set off. While riding along on his way to 

work the wind got a hold of his sheet and started tugging 

at a corner of it. Pretty soon it had worked enough sheet 

out for it to be whipped around the rear of the bike life a 

crazed semaphore flag. Suddenly it got caught up in the 

chain drive of the rear wheel which instantly sucked in a 

great deal more of the sheet before binding the rear wheel 

and locking it up solidly. My friend was at one moment 

riding along blissfully unaware of the sheet flapping in 

the wind then in the next moment fighting to remain in 

control of his motorcycle at 55 MPH with a locked rear 

wheel.  The rear tire left a really long sinuous, snaking 

skid mark until he came to an abrupt halt. 

RIDER ED continuedé.  

Fortunately he did not crash, he remained upright and in 

some semblance of control, he was even able to extend 

the side stand before getting off of the bike and then hav-

ing a complete nervous breakdown there on the side of 

the highway.  It took some time but after working at it for 

a while he was able to finally extricate that sheet from his 

motorcycle's chain drive. It now looked horrible. What 

was once a nice white bed sheet now had many greasy 

black stains and multiple holes and tears in it.   and once 

again strap it to the rear of his bike, albeit this time more 

securely. Though he arrived late for formation the Ser-

geant Major could see by the stricken look on his face that 

his excuse was legitimate. He learned something about 

riding from that. He learned that one should always make 

sure that any load placed on a motorcycle is properly se-

cured  so it can't slip, slide or fall from the bike. If he had 

placed his bedding inside a bag or some other container 

before strapping it down he could have avoided the whole 

incident. The other thing he learned was that he should 

never have tried to turn that tattered, grease stained, chain 

drive chewed sheet into Sergeant Rock that day. I wonder 

what my friend did use for sheets after that?
