React

A significant part of motorcycle safety deals 

with prevention.  Whether it's a pre-ride inspection,  
positioning yourself in a particular part of the lane, 
or wearing high visibility clothing, prevention is 
important.  But despite all your best efforts and 
preventive maintenance to avoid hazardous 
situations,  sometimes you just can't avoid them.  
How you react to these hazards is key to surviving 
them. 
 

Many times these hazards present 
themselves to us without any warning.  I like to call 
these immediate action situations. Two classical 
examples would be the car that pulls out in front of 
you at an intersection and the deer that darts in front 
of you on the roadway.   In these types of situations, 
you literally have no time to think; you simply 
react.  How you react will determine your outcome 
and the only way you can prepare yourself for this 
is to practice. 
 

Practicing proper technique trains the body 
to use that technique.   If you practice lazy 
technique, then the body will use lousy technique.  
It's really that simple.  Don't forget about 
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prevention.  If you are facing limited sight distance, 
or less than optimal surface conditions, slowing 
down as a preventive measure can give you more 
time to react in an immediate action situation.  This 
will give you a greater chance of making through a 
hazard.  Here's a list of techniques you can practice: 
 
Panic Stops:  On dry, clean pavement, practice 
hard stops.  Do not immediately jab at the brake as 
this can upset the suspension and increase your 
stopping distance.   You instead want to apply firm 
pressure to the brake to set the suspension.  Once 
the suspension is set, you can then apply the brakes 
harder.  If the rear wheel locks up, you should leave 
it alone.  If the front wheel locks up, let up on the 
front brake to reestablish grip, then get back on the 
front brake. 
 
Countersteering:  Sometime you won't be able to 
stop in time, but may have the opportunity to weave 
around the object.  Practicing your countersteering 
can save you from running into road debris or even 
a large pothole.   To practice, simple push the 
handlebars to initiate the countersteer.  You can 
dodge manhole covers on the road to help hone 
your skills.  
 
Trail Braking :  You may find yourself going too 
fast for the upcoming curve.  By using trail braking, 
you continue to scrub off speed after enter the 
curve, hopefully preventing you from crashing due 
to too much speed.  You first scrub as much speed 
as possible while travelling in a straight line.  Once 
you reach the start of the curve, begin to let up on 
your front brakes and release your rear brake.  As 
your lean angle increases, reduce your braking 
force.   The goal here is to use up all available grip.  
As lean angles increase, more grip is needed for 
corning, so you must let up on braking.  This 
technique is best practice in a controlled 
environment such as a race track, but it can be 
practice on roads or parking lots.  Make sure the 
pavement is clean and cleared of all obstacles.  You 
should also be able see all the way around the 
corner. Take care not to practice this as full speed.  
Unlike a panic stop, if you use up all your grip you 
can low-side your motorcycle.   
 

Using your kill switch:   Maybe riders don't use 
their kill switch.  But if you suddenly find the 
throttle stuck open, you may not have much time 
react.  If you practice using your kill switch, in a 
panic with limited time to act you'll quickly kill the 
engine without removing your hands from the 
handlebars.   
 

You must practice all of motorcycle safety's 
multifaceted areas. Prevention is very important in 
ensuring your ride will be safe, but hazards can pop 
out of nowhere.   And when it does, how you react 
to the hazard is paramount.  Practice good habits 
and skills, and your body will use those same 
techniques to get you out of danger.
